【点评】主句与从句的动作发生在不同的时间，这时主，从句谓语动词的虚拟语气形式因时间不同而不同，这叫做混合条件句． 做题时，一定要看清主从句所表达的时间是否一致．

37．A 考查连词辨析．根据she is legally blind可知，因为她在法定上讲是盲人，这是她取得的成绩给人留下深刻印象的原因．故选A．
38．A 考查动词辨析．根据前一句She often sees double可知，她看到的是双重影像，因此无法辨别出物体离她有多远．故选A．
39．D 考查动词辨析．根据句意可知，在她小的时候，她的妈妈注意到她尽管看不清东西，但是她不害怕．故选D．
40．B 考查副词辨析．根据上文的"born with a rare condition that causes her eyes to shift constantly. She often sees double"可知，她是能看到东西的，只不过看到的是双重影像，看不清楚．故选B．
41．B 考查名词辨析．根据上文的"So her mom signed her up for gymnastics when she was three"可知，她的妈妈在她三岁的时候，给她报名参加体操训练，她立刻喜欢上了这项运动．故选B．
42．C 考查形容词辨析． 根据该句的though（尽管），和后文的she has never quit可知，尽管学习体操对她来说比其他比赛更加困难，但是她从没有放弃过．故选C．
42．D 考查名词辨析．根据上文的"she is legally blind, born with a rare condition that causes her eyes to shift constantly"可知，此处指的是她视力差的这种不利状况（情况）．故选D．
44．C 考查名词辨析．根据下文的"Because she has double vision, she often sees two beams"可知，因为她有双重影像，因此她经常看到两个横梁，因此平衡木对她来说是最大的一个挑战，故选C．
45．D 考查动词辨析．根据上文的"She must use her sense of touch to help her during her routine"可知，她视力不好，只能依靠自己的感觉，因此，她说"你不得不相信/信任（trust） 你的内心，它可以带你去任何你想去的地方"．故选D．
46．A 考查形容词辨析．根据上文的"To be a top-level gymnast，one must be brave"要想成为一个顶尖的体操运动员，运动员必须要勇敢可知，要求体操运动员勇敢，需要勇气，就说明这项运动会让人害怕．故选A．
47．C 考查介词辨析．根据句意可知，在州比赛中，Lola没有从平衡木上跌落下来．故选C．

49．D 考查名词辨析．根据句意可知，她在比赛的时候没有告诉裁判关于她视力方面的问题vision problems意为视力上的问题．故选D．
50．A 考查形容词辨析．根据上文的"She doesn’t tell them, because she doesn’t think they need to know."Lola没有告诉裁判关于她眼睛的问题，因为她认为裁判不需要知道，她想和其他人一样比赛．这说明她没有因为眼睛视力的问题而沮丧，相反她保持这积极的态度，认为自己和其他人一样好．因此，她的母亲对她的这种积极、乐观的态度感到很惊讶．故选A．
51．B 考查动名词辨析．根据上文她积极、乐观的态度，和下文的"Her___is to reach level 9. She says she wants to be a gymnastics coach"可知，她的目标是要达到九级，她说她要成为一名体操教练，因此，她从没想过要放弃（quit）．故选B．
52．D 考查名词辨析． 根据上文讲到现在她达到了七级水平可知，而此处to reach level 9则指的是她的目标，即goal．故选D．
53．C 考查形容词辨析．根据句意可知，她说她想要成为一名体操教练，把她所学到的传给其他的孩子，当她长大成人的时候（when）故选C．
54．A 考查形容词辨析． 根据句意可知，Lola以她的努力和成功为傲．故选A．

Tail Spin

Two dolphins race around in a big pool in the Ocean Park. The smaller dolphin Grace, shown off a few of her tricks, turning around and waving hello to the crowd. The most amazing thing about her, however, is that she’s even swimming at all. She doesn’t have a tail.

Grace lost her tail as a baby when she got caught up in a fish trap.

When the dolphin arrived at the Ocean Park in December 2005, she was fighting for her life. “Is she going to make it?” Her trainer, Abbey Stone, feared the worst. Grace did make it --- but her tail didn’t. She ended up losing her flukes and the lower part of her peduncle.

Over the past six years, she has learned to swim without her tail. Dolphins swim by moving their flukes and peduncle up and down. Grace taught herself to move another way---like a fish! She pushed herself forward through the water by moving her peduncles from side to side.

The movement put harmful pressure on Grace’s backbone. So a company offered to create a man-made tail for her. The tail had to be strong enough to stay on Grace as she swam but soft enough that it wouldn’t hurt her.

Does Fame Drive You Crazy?

Although being famous might sound like a dream come true, today’s star, feeling like zoo animals, face pressures that few of us can imagine. They are at the center of much of the world’s attention. Paparazzi (狗仔队) camp outside their homes, cameras ready. Tabloids (小报) publish thrilling stories about their personal lives. Just imagine not being able to do anything without being photographed or interrupted for a signature.

According to psychologist Christina Villareal, celebrities — famous people — worry constantly about their public appearance. Eventually, they start to lose track of who they really are, seeing themselves the way their fans imagine them, not as the people they were before everyone knew their names. “Over time,” Villareal says, “they feel separated and alone.”

The phenomenon of tracking celebrities has been around for ages. In the 4th century B.C., painters followed Alexander the Great into battle, hoping to picture his victories for his admirers. When Charles Dickens visited America in the 19th century, his sold-out readings attracted thousands of fans, leading him to complain (抱怨) about his lack of privacy. Tabloids of the 1920s and 1930s ran articles about film-stars in much the same way that modern tabloids and websites do.

Being a public figure today, however, is a lot more difficult than it used to be. Superstars cannot move about without worrying about photographers with modern cameras. When they say something silly or do something ridiculous, there is always the Internet to spread the news in minutes and keep their “story” alive forever.

If fame is so troublesome, why aren’t all celebrities running away from it? The answer is there are still ways to deal with it. Some stars stay calm by surrounding themselves with trusted friends and family or by escaping to remote places away from big cities. They focus not on how famous they are but on what they love to do or whatever made them famous in the first place.

Sometimes a few celebrities can get a little justice. Still, even stars who enjoy full justice often complain about how hard their lives are. They are tired of being famous already.

Multitasking

People who multitask all the time may be the worst at doing two things at once, a new research suggests. The findings, based on performances and self-evaluation by about 275 college students, indicate that many people multitask not out of a desire to increase productivity, but because they are easily distracted (分心) and can’t focus on one activity. And “those people turn out to be the worst at handling different things,” said David Sanbonmatsu, a psychologist at the University of Utah. 

Sanbonmatsu and his colleagues gave the students a set of tests and asked them to report how often they multitasked, how good they thought they were at it, and how sensation-seeking (寻求刺激) or imperative (冲动) they were. They then evaluated the participants’ multitasking ability with a tricky mental task that required the students to do simple mathematical calculations while remembering a set of letters.

Not surprisingly, the scientists said, most people thought they were better than average at multitasking, and those who thought they were better at it were more likely to report using a cellphone while driving or viewing multiple kinds of media at once. But those who frequently deal with many things at the same time were found to perform the worst at the actual multitasking test. They also were more likely to admit to sensation-seeking and impulsive behavior, which connects with how easily people get bored and distracted.

“People multitask not because it’s going to lead to greater productivity, but because they’re distractible, and they get sucked into things that are not as important.” Sanbonmatsu said.

Adam Gazzaley, a researcher at the University of California, San Francisco, who was not a member of the research group, said one limitation of the study was that it couldn’t find out whether people who start out less focused
toward multitasking or whether people’s recognizing and understanding abilities change as a result of multitasking.

The findings do suggest, however, why the sensation-seeker who multitask the most may enjoy risky distracted driving. “People who are multitasking are generally less sensitive to risky situations.” said Paul Atchley, another researcher not in the group. “This may partly explain why people go in for these situations even though they’re dangerous.”
