17．A   考查名词词义辨析  结合句意，考虑到"我"的健康，"我"尝试过不同种节食餐（diet）但都不起作用．由首段首句 At my heaviest I weighed 370 pounds 可知作者很重，需要减肥吃减肥餐．drinks 意为"饮料"，fruit 意为"水果"，dish 意为"食物"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为A．
18．D 考查名词词义辨析   结合句意，"我"开始相信"我"拿自己的体重（weight）没有办法了．height 意为"身高"，ability 意为"能力"，wisdom 意为"智慧"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为D．
19．C  考查副词词义辨析  根据下文 I didn't want to live the rest of my life with this…weight any more 可知，作者再也不想以这么重的体重生活了，由此可见体重问题已经严重地（seriously）影响了"我"．temporarily 意为"暂时地，临时地"，recently 意为"最近地"，secretly 意为"秘密地"，均不符合文意．
故正确答案为C．
20．B   考查形容词词义辨析  根据上文 my weight problem began to affect me seriously 可知，体重已经严重影响了"我"的生活，"我"不想余生都有额外的（extra）赘肉伴随．ideal 意为"理想的"，normal 意为"正常的"，low 意为"低的"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为B．
21．A  考查动词词义辨析  结合句意，那一年，"我"参加（attend）了一个研讨会，"我们"被要求创建一个能触及世界的项目．organize 意为"组织"，根据下文，"我们"被要求创建…可知不是"我"组织的研讨会．recommend 意为"建议"，mention 意为"提及"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为A．
22．B  考查名词词义辨析  结合句意，研讨会领导分享了她的成功（success）故事﹣﹣她不仅有125磅，还为无家可归的孩子筹集了25，000美元．folk 意为"民族，人们"，adventure 意为"冒险"，science 意为"科学"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为B．
23．C  考查动词词义辨析  结合句意，受她的故事的影响（influence），"我"创立了 As We Heal．"惊讶于她的故事"和"创立 As We Heal"没有直接关系，所以排除A项．amuse 意为"娱乐，逗乐"，disturb 意为"打扰"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为C．
24．A 考查名词词义辨析   结合句意，"我"创立了 As We Heal，它是个 World Heals 项目（project）．business 意为"商业"，system 意为"系统"，custom 意为"习惯"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为A．
25．D   考查介词短语辨析  结合句意，"我"的目标是在一年内减掉150磅，并筹集5万美元来支持（in support of）30年前发起的一个消除饥饿的运动．in search of 意为"寻找"，in need of 意为"需要"，in place of 意为"代替"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为D．
26．D  考查动词词义辨析  结合文意，这种治愈自己并且治愈世界的完美方法突然出现（strike）在"我"的脑子里．strike 意为"击打，使突然想到"，这里形容"我"脑子里突然想到这个方法，符合文意．scare 意为"惊吓，使害怕"，consider 意为"考虑"，confuse 意为"使迷惑"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为D．
27．A  考查连词辨析  结合文意，当（as）"我"开始个人减肥计划的时候，"我"的内心被恐惧填满．until 意为"直到…"，if 意为"如果，假如"，unless 意为"除非"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为A．
28．B 考查动词短语辨析   结合文意，"我"害怕会遇上（run into）以前曾经打败"我"的那些困难．run into 意为"撞上，遇上"，符合文意．get over 意为"克服"，look for 意为"寻找"，put aside 意为"把…放在一边"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为B．
29．D  考查名词词义辨析  结合文意，当这些恐惧（fear）萦绕在"我"心头的时候．fear 一词前文直接出现过，这里讲的也是恐惧，故符合文意．excitement 意为"刺激，兴奋"，joy 意为"开心，喜悦"，anger 意为"愤怒"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为D．
30．C 考查名词词义辨析   结合文意，当恐惧围绕在"我"心头的时候，却也有迹象表明"我"正在正确的道路上（path）前进．path 意为"道路"，此处是表示抽象含义，符合文意．row 意为"行，排"，hall 意为"大厅"，street 意为"街道"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为C．
31．B  考查动词词义辨析  结合文意，成百上千的人们都进行了捐赠．flood 意为"涌入，流入"，这里用来描述捐款纷至沓来，符合文意．break 意为"打破"，jump 意为"跳跃"，step 意为"前进"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为B．
32．D  考查形容词词义辨析  根据上文作者咨询内科医生，请健身教练可以推断，"我"开始少吃并且吃健康的（healthy）食物．heavy 意为"重的"，full 意为"满的"，expensive 意为"昂贵的"，文中主要是指作者为了减肥吃的健康，但并没有特指吃的昂贵，以上均不符合文意，故排除．故正确答案为D．
33．A  考查副词词义辨析   结合文意，"我"筹集资金的目标也给了"我"动力去有规律地（regularly）锻炼．limitlessly 意为"无限制地"，这里为了作者为了减肥应该是有规律地进行锻炼，而非无限制地，故排除；suddenly 意为"突然地"，randomly 意为"随便地，任意地"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为A．
34．B   考查动词词义辨析  结合后半句  I lost 150 pounds and raised $50，000 可知一年后，"我"达到（reach）了自己的目标．set 意为"设定，制定"，miss 意为"想念，错过"，drop 意为"落下，降低"，均不符合文意．故正确答案为B．
35．C  考查形容词词义辨析   结合文意，"我"拥有了第二次生命，并且将其奉献给了这件有意义（meaningful）并且伟大的事情．stressful 意为"有压力的"；painful 意为"痛苦的"，均不符合文意，排除．peaceful 意为"和平的"，文中的这件事为无家可归的小孩子筹集善款，是非常有意义的，并不特指"和平"，故排除．故正确答案为C．
【点评】非等距离挖空的命题方式是完形填空的最大特色．短文首句不挖空，以便为考生理解全文留下足够信息，命题者根据考查目的进行挖空，造成信息链中断，这就要求考生依据上下文的文意捕捉到空白处的缺词．从近几年高考完形填空题看，纯语法知识几乎不考，主要考查考生灵活运用所学词汇的能力，尤其是以考查实词或信息词为主，着重考查考生对文章的内在逻辑和整体把握能力．因此，把握句间和段落之间的内在逻辑关系，通过上下文暗示，对篇章、段落或句意的整体把握；再则，干扰项的设置与语法结构无甚关系，重在文意干扰．因此，把握文意和具体语境，通过对词义的辨析，是解完形填空的最好手段．
第二部分：阅读理解 阅读下列短文，从每题所给的A、B、C、D四个选项中，选出最佳选项．
17．（12.5分）Suppose you're in a rush，feeling tired，not paying attention to your screen，and you send an email that could get you in trouble．
Realisation will probably set in seconds after you've clicked"send"．You freeze in horror and burn with shame．
What to do？Here are four common email accidents，and how to recover．
Clicking"send"too soon
Don't waste your time trying to find out if the receivers has read it yet．Write another email as swiftly as you can and send it with a brief title explaining that this is the correct version and the previous version should be ignored．
Writing the wrong name
The sooner you notice，the better．Respond quickly and briefly，apologising for your mistake．Keep the tone measured：don't handle it too lightly，as people can be offended，especially if your error suggests a misunderstanding of their culture（i．e．incorrect ordering of Chinese names）．
Clicking"reply all"unintentionally
You accidentally reveal（透露）to the entire company what menu choices you would prefer at the staff Christmas dinner，or what holiday you'd like to take．In this instance，the best solution is to send a quick，light﹣hearted apology to explain your awkwardness．But it can quickly rise to something worse，when everyone starts hitting"reply all"to join in a long and unpleasant conversation．In this instance，step away from your keyboard to allow everyone to calm down．
Sending an offensive message to its subject
The most awkward email mistake is usually committed in anger．You write an unkind message about someone，intending to send it to a friend，but accidentally send it to the person you're discussing．In that case，ask to speak in person as soon as possible and say sorry．Explain your frustrations calmly and sensibly﹣see it as an opportunity to clear up any difficulties you may have with this person．

37．A  细节理解题．根据小标题 Writing the wrong time 下的段落的第二句 Respond quickly and briefly，apologizing for your mistake 及第三句 Keep the tone measured：don't handle it too lightly 可知，当你发送的邮件中有错误时，要及时道歉并且态度诚恳．故正确答案为A．
38．B  细节理解题．根据小标题 Clicking"reply all"unintentionally 下的段落的最后一句的…step away from your keyboard to allow everyone to calm down 可知，此时应该远离键盘不再回复，让所有人都冷静下来，B项意为"避免进一步的参与"，符合文意．故正确答案为B．
39．D  细节理解题．根据最后一段第三句中的 ask to speak in person as soon as possible and say sorry 可知，此时应该尽量与当事人面对面地交谈并道歉，D项符合文意．故正确答案为D．
40．C  主旨大意题．文章开头以发错邮件让我们陷入尴尬麻烦从而引入主题 Here are four common email accidents，and how to recover，文章主要介绍了应对不同的错发邮件的解决方法，旨在向人们传达及时合理补救的观念，C项符合文意．故正确答案为C．
【点评】阅读理解题测试考生在阅读基础上的逻辑推理能力，要求考生根据文章所述事件的逻辑关系，对未说明的趋势或结局作出合理的推断；或根据作者所阐述的观点理论，对文章未涉及的现象、事例给以解释．考生首先要仔细阅读短文，完整了解信息，准确把握作者观点．

An assumption behind UK insurance for driverless cars，introduced earlier this year，insists that a human"be watchful and monitoring the road"at every moment．
But that is not what many people have in mind when thinking of driverless cars．"When you say‘driverless cars'，people expect driverless cars．"Merat says．"You know﹣no driver．"
Because of the confusion，Merat thinks some car makers will wait until vehicles can be fully automated without human operation．
Driverless cars may end up being a form of public transport rather than vehicles you own，says Ryan Calo at Stanford University，California．That is happening in the UK and Singapore，where government﹣provided driverless vehicles are being launched．
That would go down poorly in the US，however．"The idea that the government would take over driverless cars and treat them as a public good would get absolutely nowhere here，"says Calo．

The very purest form of waiting is the Watched﹣Pot Wait．It is without doubt the most annoying of all．Take filling up the kitchen sink（洗碗池） as an example．There is absolutely nothing you can do while this is going on but keep both eyes fixed on the sink until it's full．During these waits，the brain slips away from the body and wanders about until the water runs over the edge of the counter and onto your socks．This kind of wait makes the waiter helpless and mindless．
A cousin to the Watched﹣Pot Wait is the Forced Wait．This one requires a bit of discipline．Properly preparing packaged noodle soup requires a Forced Wait．Directions are very specific．"Bring three cups of water to boil，add mix，simmer three minutes，remove from heat，let stand five minutes．"I have my doubts that anyone has actually followed the procedures strictly．After all，Forced Waiting requires patience．
Perhaps the most powerful type of waiting is the Lucky﹣Break Wait．This type of wait is unusual in that it is for the most part voluntary．Unlike the Forced Wait，which is also voluntary，waiting for your lucky break does not necessarily mean that it will happen．
Turning one's life into a waiting game requires faith and hope，and is strictly for the optimists among us．On the surface it seems as ridiculous as following the directions on soup mixes，but the Lucky﹣Break Wait well serves those who are willing to do it．As long as one doesn't come to rely on it，wishing for a few good things to happen never hurts anybody．
We certainly do spend a good deal of our time waiting．The next time you're standing at the sink waiting for it to fill while cooking noodle soup that you'll have to eat until a large bag of cash falls out of the sky，don't be desperate．You're probably just as busy as the next guy．

三、快速浏览全文，抓住文章大意和主题句，明确作者的态度和意图．
四、细节研读，抓住事实和细节
事实是作者的思想和观点的有力证据，是作者所写文章的重要依据．而细节是使文章连成整体的主要手段，是使文章充满活力的重要方式．换句话说，事实和细节是文章的血和肉．不论事件多么惊人，也不论观点如何新奇，若没有事实和细节，这篇文章就显得空洞无力．
五、猜词悟义，扫除阅读拦路虎．
猜词是应用英语的重要能力，也是高考中常用的题型．它不但需要准确无误地理解上下文，而且要有较大的泛读量，掌握或认识较多的课外词汇．我们要学会"顺藤摸瓜"，通过构词，语法，定义，同位，对比，因果，常识，上下文等线索确定词义．
六、克服阅读中常见的坏习惯，养成良好的阅读习惯，提高阅读速度．
阅读时常见的几种不良习惯上文已提到，这些不良习惯会影响到阅读速度，因此要及时纠正．我们可以根据阅读的目的，明确用眼的特殊要求．快速阅读应该在眼睛的每次停顿前，尽量可能地多看几个词，把注意力集中在了解文章的大意上，不要逐字逐句去拘意思．培养默读的习惯，不要一遇到生词就去查字典，要学会利用构词法和利用分析、推理等方法，根据上下文猜测词义，从而克服生词障碍，加快阅读速度，逐步提高阅读理解能力
